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TCM eWarehouse flows information through
the entire system including Inventory, Purchasing,
Shop Floor and Order Entry.  The use of mobile
technology (RF hand held terminals) will increase
the productivity of your operations with fast and
accurate data.  It incorporates Point-of-Use
technology for reaching a new level of inventory
and accuracy control.

Purchase Order Receipts - Real-time with
inventory updating the minute it happens. Open
PO’s are viewed and selected for receipt by the
warehouse manager.  Receipts are confirmed by
portable RF terminal. Out-of-range quantities are
flagged and an electronic notifier is sent to
predetermined recipients (purchasing, QA, buyer,
etc.). On-demand bar code labels can be printed
from the portable scanner and include the
barcode SKU#, printed SKU#, bar code PO#,
printed PO#, date of receipt and warehouse
manager’s initials.  Items flagged for inspection
can then be bin transferred to Inspection.
Inspectors are notified via electronic messaging
with on-line worksheets available for their use.
Finally, the warehouse manager is electronically
notified upon completion of inspection.

Bin-to-Bin Transfers - Transfers are easy and
accurate with Point-of-Use entry on the portable
RF scanner.  Warehouse bins can be scanned or
manually entered with a date and time stamp
automatically attached to each transaction.  The
transaction ID defaults to Login ID or scanner ID.

Bin-to-Production Transfers with Back-flush -
Transfers become fully trackable through RF
scanning.  When auto-issued material is needed the
warehouse will be electronically notified by the
production supervisor. The warehouse will do Bin-
to-Shop Order transfers of the back-flushed items
to a floor bin, with auto-issue quantities
automatically being consumed from the transferred
quantities.  A quantity transferred, but not
consumed will remain in the floor bin until a bin-to-
bin transfer relocates it.

Issues - The production
supervisor electronically
notifies the warehouse of
the materials needed for
a specific shop order.
Electronic messaging will
instruct warehouse
workers as to the date-
needed, inventory
required, and where it is
needed.  Automatic
staging labels are created

information (SO#, PO#, Revision # per SKU#). A
quantity physically transferred, but not needed, will
be held in the floor bin until a bin-to-bin transfer
relocates it.

Shop Order Receipts - Bin transfer with real-time
RF recording.  Labels are generated with the
following tracking information; SKU#, SO#,
Revision#, receipt date & receiver’s initials.

Adjustments
outside of the variance will be flagged for additional
approval.  Cycle counts are automatically
synchronized with TCM.
